questions about the topic in Spanish.

• complete sentences in Spanish using grammar skills 
• translate five sentences from English to Spanish.
• Complete a role-play task in Spanish

Students can: 
• listen and answer questions in English
• listen and write what they hear in Spanish
• describe two photos in Spanish
• answer follow up questions in Spanish related to the 

topic.
