First Aid

Please update the college on any new medication that your child is taking.

Polite reminder: - We are happy for your child to carry a small amount of
paracetamol or ibuprofen for their own use but please inform them not to give to
other students.

Mobile Phone Use

We would like to draw your attention to this section of our Behaviour Policy and
ask you remind your children of the rules regarding mobile phone use in school:

Allowing access to mobiles in school introduces complexity and risks,
including distraction, disruption, bullying and abuse, and can be a detriment to
learning. Pupils are not allowed to use mobile phones/ devices/ air pods
during the school-day (8:45am - 3:15pm). If a member of staff sees a pupil
using a mobile device or wearing air pods, the item will be confiscated, and the
pupil will be able to collect the item at the end of the school day. If a pupil
breaches this school rule on multiple occasions, the this may result in the
pupil being asked to hand over the device (for safe keeping) at the start of each
day.

Year 10 GCSE Maths

Following the most recent assessment pupil’s individual PinPoint
Learning accounts have been created.

Following each full GCSE paper attempted pupils’ individual
question scores are inputted into the PinPoint learning programme.
This programme will be updated throughout Year 10 and 11
following each full GCSE Maths paper attempted.

The individual question scores inputted into PinPoint Learning from
each GCSE paper creates the students their own personal maths
matrix. This matrix combines all question level analysis to show
progress in each topic across all tests.

Pupils will use this information to identify their areas of strength
and areas of weakness within maths. This information will help
pupils target specific topics for their revision.

Each identified topic is linked to a MathsWatch video. To improve,
students need to watch the linked MathsWatch videos on the
identified topics they are having difficulties with and attempt the
linked GCSE questions.

In addition, Individual 16-page GCSE question booklets will be
created based on each student’s 5 weakest topic areas from each
full GCSE paper they attempt. 16- page PinPoint Learning booklets
have been printed following the recent assessment and all pupils
will receive these booklets over the next few lessons. The front
cover of the booklet contains the pupils PinPoint learning login
details and linked MathsWatch videos. Answers are available for
each booklet from the students’ Pinpoint learning account.
